If you wish to compete at Nationals, you will have to register for the
National competition by either registering through your studio or by using our online registration.

Dancers in at least
one section of the All-Star dance may be decided by audition; however, each All-Star will
participate in at least a portion of the dance.

There is no charge to participate. The master classes/choreography and performance opportunity
is free to all Hall of Fame All-Stars. All-Stars may also take the free master classes that are open
to all dancers. This is an excellent opportunity to show-off all of your hard work and effort to an
enthusiastic audience.
